As a result, HA fillers instantly fill in fine lines and wrinkles commonly forming in the lower part of the face (typically around the nose and mouth.) HA fillers also restore volume to areas sunken in due to age. In addition, Juvéderm and Restylane plump up the upper cheekbones and improve the appearance of under-eye bags.
Some people use HA fillers for lip augmentations or for enhancing facial features by contouring or adding volume. These fillers may also be used in conjunction with Botox treatments for optimal anti-aging results. H3 What are dermal fillers?

Dermal fillers are popular cosmetic injectables. They are made from a gel-like substance and injected under the skin. They are often used to plump up areas of the face suffering from volume loss, create a smoother or fuller appearance, or both. The FDA regulates and approves dermal fillers as cosmetic injectables.

H3 How much dermal filler do I need?

How much filler you need depends on the area you are treating and your desired outcome. Fillers come in an average of 1.0cc aliquots in syringes. 

An estimate:

Temples: 1-2 syringes (cc’s) per side
Marionette lines or smile lines: 1-2 syringes (cc’s) per side
Lips (1-2 syringes (cc’s)

H3 What are the side effects of dermal fillers?

Common dermal filler side effects include,

· Bruising.
· Redness.
· Swelling.
· Pain.
· Tenderness.
· Itching.
· Rash.

H3 Which facial filler is best?

Most people prefer Hyaluronic Acid (HA) fillers. They are one of the most popular as they have a softer texture. HA fillers also create stunning and natural results. Best of all, HA is a naturally occurring substance in the body. The body naturally dissolves the filler over time.

H3 How long do dermal fillers usually last?

Dermal fillers typically last six to twelve months, but some can last for years. The longevity varies per person depending on the type of filler they get and how their bodies process the fillers.
 
Hyaluronic fillers are the most common dermal fillers. This type plumps areas of your face that have lost volume, like your cheeks or lips. Results usually last for six to twelve months before patients need touch-ups.
 
Another type of dermal filler is made from a substance called poly-L-lactic acid. These stimulate collagen growth, which is vital for skin elasticity. This kind of dermal filler can be longer-lasting. Some patients enjoy the effects for up to two years.   
 
Finally, calcium hydroxylapatite dermal fillers correct deep wrinkles and folds. On average, results can last 12-18 months.

H3 What is better, Botox or dermal fillers?
 
Neither dermal fillers nor Botox is superior. However, both have unique benefits and are great for addressing different concerns.
 
Botox is a toxin that relaxes the muscles that cause wrinkles on your upper face. People often get it around the eyes, between the eyebrows, and on the forehead. It's a fantastic option for treating dynamic wrinkles resulting from repetitive facial expressions.
 
On the other hand, dermal fillers smooth out wrinkles by adding volume to the skin. They're great for treating wrinkles and fine lines in the cheekbones, jawline, and lips.
