H2: What Causes Cellulite Formation?
Before diving into the different cellulite reduction treatments, let's first understand how and why cellulite forms in the first place. Cellulite can happen to anyone at any age, but it's more common in women. In addition, factors like genetics, hormones, and lifestyle choices can affect the severity of it.

Typical Emtone Results* (H3)
Having realistic expectations is key with Emtone. Each person is different, so the results aren't going to be identical from one to another.* The severity of your cellulite is the main factor in determining how many sessions you need. Your progress will depend on how many sessions you commit to and whether you follow a healthy diet during and after treatment.

Generally, we recommend getting follow-up sessions every 3-12 months to maintain smooth, even, and beautiful skin.
What to Expect from Your Emtone Treatment (H3)

QWO injections for cellulite work quicker and easier. They take as little as 10 minutes to administer. Each visit includes up to two treatment areas, one on each side of the buttocks. Your doctor will determine how many injections you need to reduce the cellulite. Depending on your needs, they may administer up to 12 injections per treatment area.
