What is Cellulite?
It is helpful to understand the basics of cellulite to appreciate and understand why QWO is so effective. Cellulite is a common skin issue. Nearly every post-pubescent female struggles with some cellulite. The appearance of dimpled or rippled skin mainly occurs on the buttocks, thighs, and abdomen. However, some can develop cellulite on their breasts or upper arms.
Contrary to what many believe, cellulite is not correlated with obesity. Cellulite tends to occur in more than 90% of women regardless of body shape or size. Scientists now believe cellulite is significantly affected by hormones instead of weight.
The Physiology of Cellulite
Within the skin's dermis, fibrous bands of collagen known as fibrous septae connect the skin to the underlying muscle. The septae partition off lobes of fat located in the sub-dermis or the third layer of the skin.
Cellulite tends to form when the bands of fibrous septae thicken and shrink. The deformity causes the fiber to tug down where it is attached to the skin. The tension causes the lobes of fat to protrude around the septae, leading to the dimple appearance associated with cellulite.
Cellulite is harmless but the women living with this cosmetic concern experience embarrassment. Fortunately, a new cellulite treatment reduces the appearance of moderate to severe cellulite without scalpels, surgery, or painful lasers.
How Do Cellulite Treatment Shots Work?
QWO is a prescription medication. It is FDA cleared to treat moderate to severe cellulite in the buttocks of adult women.
Like Botox or Juvederm, QWO cellulite treatment is a cosmetic injection. Known as the “cellulite shot,” QWO is injected into the dimple regions of the buttocks.
QWO contains an enzyme known as Collagenase Clostridium Histolyticum (CCH.) This is a naturally occurring enzyme that breaks down collagen. QWO’s formulation targets the collagen in fibrous septae. When it injects into the cellulite, the enzymes break down the collagen-rich fibers that pull on the skin’s surface.
By dissolving the bands, the overlying skin can smooth out for a noticeable improvement. QWO cellulite treatment does more than restructure fibrous septae. It further reduces dimpling and smooths skin by redistributing fat cells and stimulating new collagen production.
The Cellulite Treatment
