How Does Laser Hair Removal Work?
Laser hair removal works by disabling the hair follicles from re-growing. This treatment targets the pigment in your hair that absorbs light, known as "melanin." During the treatment, the laser will carefully target each hair with a burst of high-energy light, designed to be absorbed by its root and not the surrounding skin.
The high-energy light used during treatment damages the hair follicle, disabling its ability to grow back. However, laser hair removal may be a long-term solution for ridding a patient of unwanted hair. The treatments will require multiple sessions to be fully effective. This is because hair goes through three different stages of growth.
The anagen phase or the "active" phase of growth is when hair contains the highest melanin level. Hair removal treatments are most effective during the anagen stage. Only about 20-30% of hair is in the anagen stage at any given time, so there must be multiple sessions completed to ensure optimal hair removal.
