What Causes Incontinence?

Urination requires the muscles to contract and then relax. The muscles are controlled by nerves that work to send signals that tell the tissues to relax or contract. 
Urine then pushes out of the bladder and down into the urethra by muscle contractions. While this occurs, the sphincter muscles in the urethra will relax, which allows the urethra to open and release the urine.

During urination, nerve signals tell specific muscles to contract (tighten) and relax. Contractions of the pelvic muscles push urine out of the bladder and into the urethra. Simultaneously, sphincter muscles around the urethra relax to release urine out of the body. 

Urinary incontinence (UI) will results when nerve signals misfire or when pelvic floor muscles become damaged.the muscles retain and release urine that is damaged or nerve signals become overactive For most women, UI occurs after giving birth vaginally, going throughthe  of menopause, or getting older.

Issues with urinary retention significantly affect a person’s quality of life and self-confidence. While many women hesitate to talk about bladder control, surveys show that 33% of women experience some form of urinary incontinence.

Stress Incontinence
Stress Incontinence or Stress UI refers to urinary leakage during physical movement or exertion. Many women experience stress incontinence when they sneeze, jump, cough, or even laugh. This type of urinary leakage typically results when muscles that hold the bladder up become stretched or weakened. 
The breakdown of the pelvic floor allows the bladder to press down on the sphincter muscles of the urethra. When the weight of the bladder combinescomes along with the stress of physical exertion, the urethra forces open, allowingwhich allowsthe urine to leak out.

What are Kegels?
Kegels are a non-invasive incontinence treatment. They involveare voluntary muscle exercises to strengthen the muscles of the pelvic floor. Kegels work like any other muscle-building exercise that induces contractions. Kegels --muscle contractions-- put the muscles by putting tension on tissue within the pelvic floor and vaginal wall to strengthen it. How Does Emsella Work?
