HOW DOES SCALP TATTOOING WORK?
Scalp Micropigmentation is a type of cosmetic tattooing. Dr. Cesar customizes the ink color to match the pigment of the patient's hair. Dr. Cesar tattoos the ink onto the scalp using a pointillism (also known as stippling) technique using micro-fine needles. This creates the appearance of hair follicles.

WHAT IS THE SMP TREATMENT LIKE?
Scalp micropigmentation begins with a consultation with ILEA Hair Restoration. Dr. Cesar assesses your scalp and discusses your cosmetic goals. 
If SMP is right for you, Dr. Cesar will customize your treatment plan. 
Your customized treatment plan typically includes two to three sessions. These sessions are spaced 10 to 14 days apart. 
During your first SMP session, Dr. Cesar carefully maps out the hairline or treatment area. He then micro pigment the area to replicate the appearance of hair follicles. Afterward, you will notice a thicker, fuller appearance. 
During your second treatment, Dr. Cesar adds additional layers of micropigmentation. This creates even more density and fullness. He blends the micropigmentation into your existing hair to create a seamless, natural look.

Several independent studies confirm that scalp tattooing is a natural-looking, effective solution for hair loss or thinning. 
One study published in the Journal of cutaneous and aesthetic surgery explains, "SMP is a novel technique wherein microdot tattoos are placed in a stippling pattern to mimic hair follicles." This study finds "great patient satisfaction and acceptance of the procedure." Furthermore, "All the patients showed moderate to great improvement after the procedure with satisfactory scalp coverage."
These findings are backed up by another study published in The Journal of clinical and aesthetic dermatology. This study concludes, "Unlike medical devices, scalp micropigmentation offers a tattoo-based, non-medical "cover-up" that effectively hides [balding, thinning, and scars] on the scalp and creates the illusion of thicker hair."
SCALP MICROPIGMENTATION FOR WOMEN
SMP is an ideal solution for hair thinning in women, especially those suffering from diffuse thinning. Diffuse thinning refers to the shedding of hair across the scalp, leading to a "see-through" appearance. Hair tattooing is great for hiding patches of the scalp that are visible through the hair.
DOES SCALP TATTOOING HURT?
At ILEA hair restoration, we make every effort to ensure your comfort during the micropigmentation procedure. Most patients tolerate the treatment without complaint. 
ARE THERE SIDE EFFECTS?
After a scalp pigmenting treatment, some patients experience mild redness and tenderness. However, these side effects are transient, meaning they quickly subside on their own. 
IS THERE DOWNTIME?
