H2 EON Body Contouring vs CoolSculpting

The EON Body Contouring device is a newcomer in the aesthetic world. This robotic treatment is entirely touchless and uses thermal energy to reduce fat cells. Since this is a newer treatment, many people want to know the differences between this method of body contouring and one of the original treatments, CoolSculpting.

CoolSculpting has been around since 2012. It is the #1 non-invasive body contouring treatment using advanced cooling technology to reduce fat cells. However, when you compare the treatments, there are some notable differences.

H3 Technology: One of the most significant differences between the two treatments is the technology used to reduce fat cells. EON body contouring uses heat to reduce fat. The laser heats the adipose (deep fatty tissue) up to 123.8°F. CoolSculpting, on the other hand, uses an advanced cooling technology called Cryolipolysis to “freeze” fat cells. Essentially, the same thing occurs during the two body contouring treatments. Fat cells cannot withstand extreme temperatures, causing their cell membrane to rupture and the cell to eventually die. The body collects the dead fat cells and removes them from the body using the lymphatic system. Both treatments provide sustainable, long-term fat reduction.

H3 Device: Another notable difference between CoolSculpting and EON is the device and the treatment experience. CoolSculpting uses proprietary applicators that attach to the skin, which delivers advanced cooling technology to the treatment area. EON body contouring, however, is a new a robotic touchless laser device, that offers an entirely touchless body contouring experience. Both devices are FDA-cleared as safe and effective.
