Microneedling is also known as collagen induction therapy (CIT). The treatment works by initiating the skin’s built-in rejuvenation mechanisms. During the procedure, a handpiece with small, surgical-grade needles, passes over the skin. 
The needles create microscopic wounds in the dermis. These wounds are superficial. They do not harm the surface of the skin. Nevertheless, the wounds trigger a cellular response deep within the tissue. This is known as controlled wound healing. 1
In response, the body starts a cascade of rejuvenating processes. The body resurfaces the skin with new cells. The cellular renewal replaces the outer surface of dull, dead skin cells, with fresh, healthy ones. Also, circulation increases. This fosters healing and accelerates the removal of metabolic waste. Lastly, the skin makes more collagen and elastin. 2

Collagen and elastin are structural proteins. Their fibers provide a framework to support the skin. When we are young, collagen and elastin are abundant. The result is healthy, supple, firm, blemish-free skin.
 As we age, collagen and elastin fibers degrade. The production of new fibers slows down.
