Adding Cherry content to your website is quick and easy. All that you and your team need to do is Customize and Paste the below Cherry widget/script onto a new webpage called “Payment Plans”. Detailed instructions are provided below. Here is an example of what a completed site page would look like.
[bookmark: _j3yzri34irco]Step 1 | Customize the Widget/Script
[bookmark: _2f9063bf9akm]Customize the following fields within the widget/script on the next page before adding it to the new webpage. The fields described here are highlighted within the widget/script text on the following page.
1. Slug (REQUIRED) - The business’ unique Cherry slug can be found in the “Website Guide and Resources for Cherry 🍒” email. This slug is used to ensure the “Apply Now” buttons go to the correct application page.
2. Name (REQUIRED) - Type the business’ name as it is shown on the website - site visitors will see this.
3. Primary & Secondary Color (OPTIONAL) - Set the webpage color(s) to match the business’ branding. The widget/script requires Hex Color Value(s) to be used.
4. Font Family (OPTIONAL) - Set the font to be used on the new webpage. The following fonts are available: 
· Lato
· Slabo
· Montserrat
· Open Sans (default)
· Oswald
· Poppins
· Pt Sans
· Raleway
· Roboto
· Source Sans Pro

Additional font choices can be used by importing open fonts from https://fonts.google.com/ and modifying the “link” tag within the widget/script.

[bookmark: _2mh48fdnzjkt]Step 2 | Create a New Page & Add the Widget/Script
1. Create a new page in your existing website and title it “Payment Plans”.
2. Add a Code Block/HTML element* to the page.
· Note: Some web providers/builders may not allow 'elements', 'scripts', or 'code blocks' to be embedded into the webpage with a personal/standard plan. We recommend checking in with your web builders/providers and, if needed, upgrading your plan to one that does allow HTML elements to be added.
3. Copy your edited widget/script and paste it into the HTML element.
4. Remove the “page title” section (this is a default setting for some website builders) and make the page “full-width” if possible.
[bookmark: _zezu32ysxg5y]Step 3 | Update Your Navigation Bar or Menu
Now that you have created your new webpage with your custom Cherry content, make sure to add it to your website navigation so prospective clients can locate it.
1. Navigation Bar/Menu - add your new Payment Plans page to your navigation bar or menu. Ideally, it should be a top level menu item and not nested under a category.
2. Footer - add your new Payment Plans page as a link in your footer.

Be sure to test your new page once you are done!
